The expenditure was for a luncheon, and TERC thought that it may not be an appropriate expenditure. When questioned, 

the City admitted that it was not the best use of funds and requested that it be allowed to reimburse its atax account from 

general funds before TERC voted. We discussed this with John Hoefer who stated that legally it was appropriate. 

Therefore, Seneca filed an amended report (on file) and the change will also be reflected in its report when it files in

After some discussion, the City stated they would not be funding the Hmong American Association and Order of the Eastern 

Stars again. 

Dan, Kevin-Pawley’s Island – after a phone call from Kevin Yokim, Mrs. Jeter received an email stating that the Town will not 

need to revise the current form, but going forward on future forms they should report a separate line on Side B for the transfer 

from the General Fund so they don’t continue to have a negative balance carrying forward. 

Olivia, John and Glen –City of Easley- Mrs. Jeter spoke to the mayor who said he was still working on getting coding 

information sorted. They have a new finance manager who is working on this project. The mayor asked for an extension on this 

project. Pickens County-Through correspondence, Mrs. Jeter determined that Pickens County did indeed fund the Big League 
World Series as its 30 percent recipient. The County emailed Mrs. Jeter and stated that the finance director would be looking to 

council for guidance on how to fund this in the future so it is appropriate.  .
